TIDYING UP PROCEDURE
· Make sure that everything is labelled – use written words and pictures of the resource
· Point out the labels to the children and encourage them to put things in the right place

· Encourage older children to act as role models for younger children

· Encourage children who are already engaged in tidying to ask their friends to help them

OR

· Divide children into small groups with an adult in each team

· Assign each group an area to tidy up

· Praise their contribution to tidying up

· Have realistic expectations of the children – some will be able to play an active part in tidying up, others will struggle to understand why adults insist on putting certain things in certain places – this requires a new skill, knowledge and understanding

· Plan what children do when they have finished their task and are waiting for others to finish
· Do they go to sit on the carpet?

· Read books?
· Establish the routine
· Thank the children for their effort.
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
