UNACCEPTABLE BEHAVIOUR BY CHILDREN POLICY
Inappropriate language
e.g. A child using an offensive word. The child should be asked not to use that word as it is not a nice word. The use of unacceptable language should be reported directly to the parents/carers by the person witnessing the event, not necessarily the child’s key worker. This should give the parents/carers the opportunity to question the circumstances surrounding the event.
Unfriendly behaviour: 

e.g. a child or children indicating that they do not like another child or not allowing them to join in their games. Whilst we cannot force children to like one another, and whilst they are expressing an opinion, it should be explained that it is not nice to say such things to anyone as it can upset them and “hate” is not a nice word to use. We should suggest that they play with someone else.

Unruly behaviour:

e.g. children running, jumping on things, throwing things etc despite being repeatedly asked not to do so. We should reinforce positive behaviour whilst at the same time encouraging participation in activities throughout the session (not just at focused activity times) by adults sitting at the various activities around the room. Focused activities can be continued beyond the 10 minute slot if the children wish to participate.
