Emmer Green Pre-School – Policies & Procedures

CHILDREN WITH ALLERGIES POLICY
When children start the setting, the parents are asked if their child suffers from any known allergies.  This is recorded on their registration form and on an allergy form in the office, kitchen and in the back of the register.

If a child has an allergy, a medication/allergy form is completed by the parent/carer before they start.  The following details are recorded:

· The allergen

· The nature of the allergic reaction-e.g. rash, breathing problem, anaphylactic shock

· What to do in case of a reaction

· Control measures – prevent contact with allergen

· Review

This will be kept in the child’s personal file and all staff will be notified of allergen and treatment required.  Parents or other professionals will train the staff on how to administer special medication.
The Pre-School has a no nuts policy.
